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Using a unified empirical framework, we study the relationship between FDI, trade and migration and their ability to influence the export basket of countries through knowledge diffusion, with special emphasis on migration. Using an instrumental variable to reduce endogeneity concerns, we find that migrants are a significant driver of knowledge diffusion.
